Thinking abait global warming in ten-degee weather,
with snow piling up autside, puts things in pergpedive.
We humanshave a hard timethinking in the thousand
or million year cycles that climate opeates. Yet, a
corversaion | hadrecently with Philip Mote, PhD. who
works at the U of WA Climae Impacts Group, andwho
shaed in the recet Nobel Prize with Al Gore, was
solering. Philip said climae change is one of he mog
studied scientific topics ever and that the anly sdertific
uncertairty is the extent of chargeto cone.

The measuements from almog every station worldwide

shav our Earth is getting warmer and that the trend

will accekrde. Tempeaature is projeced to increasein

the Pecific Northwestatbout 05 degrees F per deadeon

avaage,a ratethreetimesfaster thanthe averagerate of
change obsewvedin the region during the 20th century. By 2040, for example,
the average anrual tempeaature will increaseby 14to 4.6 degreesF.

Warmer tempeatures meanmare precipitation will fall asrain, nat snow, and
more 1ow will mdt eatier in thespring. Qur regions rivers will haveincreasel
winter flows redwedsummer flows,ard a $ift of peakrunoff earlier in the year,
whichis alread evident in yeas of reducal Spkane River summer flows

Snavpackin the Pacific Northwesthas decined & low andmid devations with
anobserveddedine d abou 40%in the Gas@des & |ow elevations. It isimportant
to note thatthis meansanaveraggedecline.So we mg il | enjoy winters like this
where we cansledin town and conplain about the lack of snavplowing.

In citessuct as Pokane more rainfall ard extremestorm ewents meanmare
storm water runoff. As water flows over the land it carrieswith it all pdlutants
left on thegroundor flowing off pavedor hard surfags. We can expect increased
runoff to cause sever overflows and stain our wastewater treatment systems.

In the foreds, the wildfire a®nis expectedto belonger ard more severe.Wit h
warmerwinters, pest populationscanreproduce longerwith lesswinter die-offs.
Fader runoff cancawsemore flooding, increasederosion,and give an ogening to
expanson of weedpopulations.On theposti ve side,the growing seasornis likely
to beextencedandlocal food produdion may baefit.

The LandsCaundl isworking in several areasto hdp our region rediceits cabon
foaprint ard adap to dimatechanges.We are part of the feshwater Preventior/
Adgptation Work Group that waschargedwith providing recommendationsto
WA Gov. Gregoire'sClimate Advisay Team.We arehdping start the Northwes
Climate Charge Certer, which will focuson hdping busnesseesandcanmunities
adat to climate hargeandthe liquid fuel crisis Transpatation, greenbuilding,
and land usewill be mgor issuesin our region asthe needto reduce cabon
dioxide caises a $ift fromfossil fuel to renewable erergy use.

The Lands Caundl is also asssting the Gty of Spkanewith its climate ation
plan. Asthe leadkr of oneofthe mations“Cod Citi es’; Maya Verner hascanmited
to deceasecabon enissons and nedsa panwith tangible adion steps

Kee Me Lead Free!

The Lands Caundl’s project to reduce dildhood
lead poisoning in Spdare is indeway! Over the
pag few morths, we'\e tsedGIS to dertify sectons
of neighborhoads in Spdkare echibiting the highest
risksfor childhood leadpasoning by noting preserce
of homesbuilt bebre 1960 that likely cortain lead
basdpaints, children under age6,andlow to median
houshdd incomes. Many of the reighbahoodswe
looked at (e.g West Central, Hillyard, Eag Central,
Emerson-Garfield, Chief Garry Park.) contained
sewera high-risk areas; most notably Nevada-
Lidgerwood and other Northeastnaghborhoads. We
will be going doar-to-doa in thespring ard summer
to edwate families in thes reighbarhoodsalout the
hedth effeds of chidhood leadpadsoning, exposue
pathways, and how to pevent it.

WeVve also montraded with a locd nurse and are
offering free,on-the-spd blood leadsaeening of kids.
Our portable “LeadCarell ” machine generates resuts
in 3 minutes We're aeding a lurgeoring patnership
with gaff a Spokanés Heal Sart and Early Hea
Stat (HS EHS) program. After educding parents,
weheld aur firsttwo blood leadsaeeningsat the West
Certral Comnunity Cener, targeting kids from bah
the West Certral and BryantHS EHS centers. Of the
34 kids we havesaeenedsofar, nonehave exhibited
high blood leadlevels

Environmental Health Assesment:
Transitioning to Action!

In 2007, The Lands Coundl, with funding from
the Spkane Regonal Hedth District, faciitated a
dynamic,collaborative ewvironmertal health assessnen
proces. A multi-stakeholder team conssting of
governmert agercies,busness industry, neighborhood
groups non-profits, acalemic instit utions heath care
providers, andlocal citizensmé monthly ard idertified,
researchel, ranked, and prioritizedtop ervironmental
hedth cancans in Spokane County. The two issues
receiving the hghest numbe of votes were lead and
howthe “built environment” (i.e human-mace kuildings
and infrastructure) affed peogde’s heath. Other
environmental heath issuesreceving nods included
outdoa air quality, mold, dioxins, and use of cabon
mornoxide deectors.

We're now ready to diveinto the exdting action phase
of our ervironmental hedth asesment. A 2-yea EPA
CARE (Community Action for a RenevedEnvironment)
grant awaded to TheLands Cowncil in October 2007
will allow usto dothis. CARE grants aid communities
in building collaborative,problem-solving partnerships
to reducetoxic risks We hopeto buld a sistainable
community partnership that would dewlop and
implement cdlectve adion plans to redice the toxic
risks of lead in Spokane Caunty and enhtane peope’s
physical hedth by working to improve aur community’s
built environment.

What havewe aconplished 0 far? Our community
lead teamhdd its first meeting atthe erd of January ard
is currently drafting a work plan andtimeline. Project
staff Nicole Fowdl and Kat Hall are interviewing falks
working on huilt environmert issuesin order to ases
current community efforts and determine how we @n
mog effedively chanrel our resouces.

the draft proposal does not
include thedefinitions, explicit language and redri ctionsnecesary
to hornor Lt. Governor Rischis 2006 commitment to protect 95% of
Idahos roadess land The proposal pemits phogphae mining and
new roadsthey claim are necesaly for fud redwction. Theyfail to
mertion that ary newroad huilt haslaging and dewastating effects,
that sevaal phosphate mines in Idalo ae Superfund sites, and that
Idaho hasa $660 million becklog in nealed Fores Service road
maintenarce. The 201 Roadess Rule already allows excepions
for canmunity sakty. Projects that protect municipal waersheds,
addess fire protection, and protect habitat for erdargered lynx,
caribou, saimon, and grizzly bea are alread/ moving forward under
the 2001 rule.
